Demographics:  Of the 182 
Newcomers members, 86 
responded (47% response 
rate).  Forty-six of the New-
comers members will be 
alumni in 2010-2011.

Past Social Events:  The least 
attended social event of the 
year was the Mardi Gras 
party, with 82% of the re-
spondents not attending.
